STORY SUMMARY:

For years, the U.S. has been plagued by excessive debit card swipe fees that hurt small businesses and drive up prices for consumers.  Without a doubt, the current system is broken - but last year Congress took critical steps to repair the system and put important protections in place that would reign in excessive swipe fees associated with debit card transactions.  

Now, these reforms are at the center of a mounting debate in Washington - where last week, more than 100 small business owners from across the country rallied in the rain outside the U.S. Capitol to urge Congress and the Federal Reserve to protect the bipartisan reforms that were passed.

It appears that their words fell upon deaf ears in the case of Senators Tester (D-MT) and Corker (R-TN), who introduced legislation this week that would delay or repeal these critical reforms. Still, these small business owners remain hopeful that that the original intent of the law will prevail.
