STORY SUMMARY:
Food waste is a large component of our solid waste problem, and the question of what to do with it is a challenge for communities around the world.   In light of that challenge, PE International, a leader in the field of sustainability, conducted a life cycle assessment of the four most common methods for disposing of food waste – sending it to a landfill, composting it, incinerating it or sending it down the drain to a wastewater treatment plant.   The study concludes that putting food scraps down a disposer and sending it to a wastewater treatment plant results in less global warming potential than sending it to a landfill. To put this into context, if a community of 30,000 households sent most of its food waste to wastewater treatment plants instead of a landfill it could reduce its carbon footprint the equivalent of not driving about 4.6 million miles.  Today, many advanced wastewater treatment plants can turn food waste into renewable energy.  Food waste can also be turned into biosolids for use as fertilizer.
