BACKGROUND: 
Recent events such as the tragic earthquake in Haiti, the Tennessee floods, and other natural disasters highlight the need for a nationwide initiative to encourage citizens to prepare for emergencies. In New York City, with its more than 8.2 million diverse residents, the New York City Office of Emergency Management (OEM) has developed a comprehensive New York City preparedness campaign.  
According to a 2010 OEM survey, 40 percent of New Yorkers said they did not feel prepared for an emergency, such as a natural disaster, fire, power outage or act of terrorism. Additionally, 41 percent said they did not have any form of a household emergency plan, and 68 percent did not have all of the recommended emergency supplies.
The Ready New York City campaign directs audiences to a comprehensive Web site, www.readynyc.org/www.listonyc.org, which provides the tools and information in English and Spanish to help New Yorkers take the necessary steps to be prepared.
CAMPAIGN OBJECTIVE:

· Ready New York City is a local PSA campaign designed to educate and empower New Yorkers to prepare for and respond to emergencies including natural and man-made disasters.  
· Ready New York City’s goal is to raise awareness among New Yorkers about the importance of preparedness.
TARGET AUDIENCE:


· New Yorkers 25 years of age and older, particularly those with children. 
CAMPAIGN MESSAGING:
· Ready New York City asks individuals to do three key things: 1) get an emergency supply kit, 2) make a family emergency plan, and 3) be informed about the different types of emergencies that could occur and their appropriate responses.

· The creative uses the metaphor that a disaster can turn your world and your family’s life “upside down.” 
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
