Letter from Abraham Lincoln to General John Dix, Jan. 14, 1863

In this letter to General John Dix, Lincoln recommended the use of black troops to garrison the Union forts. Dix agreed with Lincoln that 2,000 black troops could be effectively stationed at Yorktown to aid the Union cause.
Letter from Lincoln to General Nathaniel Banks, Aug. 5, 1863

Lincoln urged Louisiana to adopt “a new Constitution recognizing the emancipation proclamation” and clearly presented the logic of emancipation in this letter to General Nathaniel Banks.
Lincoln’s Enclosed Letter to James Conkling, Aug. 26, 1863
This letter to his friend James Conkling provides Lincoln’s strongest argument against his emancipation critics.
Lincoln’s Remarks Sent to James Conkling, Aug. 27, 1863

Unable to attend the Grand Union Rally in Springfield, Ill., Lincoln sent his comments to Conkling, who read them to 75,000 Union supporters.
Letter from Lincoln to Edwin Stanton, Jan. 5, 1865

Lincoln urged Edwin Stanton to provide General William T. Sherman with support for his plan to take the war to South Carolina.
Letter from Lincoln to Francis P. Blair, Sr., Jan. 18, 1865

Lincoln expressed his views that Blair’s overtures of peace to Jefferson Davis would have a successful outcome.
Lincoln’s Response to Amanda Hall, March 20, 1865

Lincoln responds to a request for a portion of his second inaugural address.

Letter from Lincoln to General Ulysses S. Grant, April 2, 1865, 8:15 p.m.

In this letter, Lincoln congratulates Grant on the news that Petersburg and Richmond were about to surrender.
