The phosphor decline cannot be checked or repaired as the panel is sealed permanently under construction. Yet, Bang & Olufsen has found that it is possible to adjust color temperature to compensate for these effects of aging, ensuring the same high picture quality over a longer period, and the proprietary Automatic Color Management technology does just that.
Robotic skills

Upon activation, a short robot arm anchored behind the upper part of the aluminium frame tilts downward over the screen. At the end of the arm is a camera eye. A test picture is shown on the screen, and the camera films the screen. The color temperature in light and dark pictures is then analyzed and automatically adjusted to ensure consistent color reproduction, even after thousands of hours of use. 
The analysis and adjustment takes only a few seconds. It can be activated via an on-screen menu at any time, but is also preset from the factory to be activated in usage intervals of 100 hours. When the 100-hour mark passes, Automatic Color Management is delayed until you have pressed the standby button on the remote control. The procedure is then performed before the television goes into standby mode, thus ensuring that the process does not interrupt the viewing experience and that it occurs at the best possible time, when the screen has been warmed up.
