Performance Features Inside Jawbone, an intelligent system of sensors and software continuously adjusts—at a rate of 500 times per second—to improve audio quality based on what it knows about your environment. By gathering a higher level of information, Jawbone can:

1. Identify your speech: Jawbone is the only headset that has a proprietary voice activity sensor. Its ability to determine precisely when you are speaking is what drives the headset's superior sound quality. Unlike other headsets, Jawbone can easily separate your speech from other sounds nearby. 
2. Subtract the unwanted noise: Jawbone's proprietary software continuously samples the sounds in your environment, and then subtracts those sounds from your speech signal. This allows you to speak normally in any environment while still being heard clearly when placing calls.

The technology in Jawbone was originally developed by Aliph for DARPA (The Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency) to enhance communications in the most hostile and rugged environments. Jawbone adjusts and optimizes both incoming and outgoing sound so you can conquer the problems in your own noisy, unpredictable world. 


Design Features
Designed by world-renowned industrial designer Yves Béhar of fuseproject, Jawbone’s perforated shield curves to match the outline of the face, while the soft and smooth underside provides a comfortable feel on the skin. Only 14 grams, Jawbone feels very light on the head and can be worn on either ear. Earloops in three different sizes and shapes ensure a customized fit and feel while also maximizing stability on the ear. Jawbone’s ergonomic design enhances acoustic performance and keeps the device lightweight, stable, and comfortable.
