As an avid speaker, Julie has spoken at many conferences about her son’s story, most recently at the Immunize Georgia Conference in 2006, at Louisiana State University in September 2007, at the Indiana State Department of Health Immunization Conference in October 2007, and at the Visualizing Influenza Prevention Conference in Colorado in September 2008.  In memory of their son, Julie and her husband created Ian’s Rainbow Flu Foundation, which is dedicated to providing information about influenza and vaccination.  In Julie’s spare time she volunteers at her children’s school and is very active in the Parent Teacher Association.
