Product Information

· Taken just once a day, NASONEX is indicated to treat outdoor and indoor nasal allergy symptoms in patients 2 years of age and older, as well as nasal polyps in adults 18 years of age and older.1
· It is the only prescription intranasal steroid approved to help prevent most outdoor nasal allergy symptoms, including sneezing, itchy nose, runny nose and congestion, in adults and children 12 years of age and older when started 2 to 4 weeks prior to allergy season.1
· It is important that NASONEX be taken regularly at the time recommended by the doctor, since its effectiveness depends on regular use. The maximum treatment benefit of NASONEX is usually achieved within 1 to 2 weeks.
· NASONEX is available in a scent-free, alcohol-free formulation and treats a broad range of patients. 
Highlights of Clinical Studies

· The efficacy and safety of NASONEX in the treatment of nasal allergies and in the prophylaxis of seasonal nasal allergies have been evaluated in 18 controlled trials and one uncontrolled trial, in approximately 3,000 adults and adolescents. 

· Two clinical studies demonstrated that prophylactic treatment with NASONEX delayed the onset of nasal symptoms and reduced the severity of symptoms when they did occur.2,3
· For the treatment of nasal allergies in pediatric patients, the efficacy and safety of NASONEX have been evaluated in four controlled trials, including approximately 990 pediatric patients ages 3 to 11 years.1
· The efficacy and safety of NASONEX in the treatment of nasal polyps have been evaluated in two studies involving 664 patients with nasal polyps.1 

Additional Information

· NASONEX is a nasal steroid related to cortisol, a hormone produced naturally by the body, and when used as directed, is nonsedating and not addictive. Side effects were generally mild and included headache, viral infection, sore throat, nosebleeds and coughing.1
