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Fat Stats
6% of national food waste (402,000 tonnes) is disposed of to the sewer; either via kitchen sink macerators or the toilet. By disposing of food waste in this way it can build up in sewers and lead to internal flooding of properties.
In 2007/08 50% of blockages in Yorkshire were as a result of customers putting the wrong items down drains and toilets:

38.43% caused by fat, oil and grease
11.96% caused by nappies/wipes/sanitary products
Every year we remove 20,000 blockages from the sewers in Yorkshire

Unusual items found in the sewers in Yorkshire
Technicians have to keep unblocking sewers in a town in North Yorkshire that is filled with pairs of Knickers
Space hopper
Toy gun

A telegraph pole
False teeth
A television
Jewellery
A supermarket trolley
Even the kitchen sink
How to dispose of unwanted items correctly

Fats, oils and grease
Pouring waste fat, oil or grease down the sink after cooking can cause all sorts of problems – over time fat can build up and solidify causing sewers to become blocked and even result in waste water coming back up through kitchen sinks, toilets and even baths! 

Trap the fat using an Organic Fat Trap which is like a giant tea bag.  Wipe it around the pan when the fat has cooled, soak up the excess and put it on the composter. Alternatively use kitchen roll to mop up when the fat has cooled and dispose of in the bin.
Feed the birds - wait for your fat to cool and pour it into a suitable container. Add nuts and seeds once set hang it out for the birds to feast on.
Cook vegetables in leftover bacon fat or place bread in it, stir for maximum absorption, cool thoroughly and serve to the dog – for dog bacon bread!

Or take your fat to a nearby fat collection point usually available at a local council tip
Nappies

A third of all blockages are caused by putting the nappies down the sewer. 

Although re-using them is not an option neither should be putting them down the toilet - put them in a bag and bin them.  
Other things that should be disposed of correctly in the bin include:
· Baby wipes/Floor wipes  

· Razor blades

· Sanitary towels 

· Paint

· Condoms 

All of these items need to be put in the bin and not flushed down the sewer which is for human waste, used water and toilet tissue.
